 Please see the attached updated map of the Field and 3D archery ranges.  We have set 

14 targets along the field range course so that we do not have any issues with two conflicting 

ranges and possible unsafe situations.  This way you can walk thru the field/3D course and 

shoot along the way.  Once the Field Range is completed, there will be target faces up so you 

can shoot both along the way, or one or the other, shooters choice.  We do ask that you only 

shoot an arrow or two at each 3D target and then move to the next target.  This will help 

prolong the life of the targets as well as keep people moving along the course in case anyone 

is coming in behind you.
