 BROADHEAD ARROWSBROADHEAD ARROWSBROADHEAD ARROWSBROADHEAD ARROWS are not allowed on the range or club 

facilities at any time. 

 Absolutely NO    Alcoholic Beverages may in possession, 

carried, or consumed on the range or club facilities. 

 Hunting is NOTNOTNOTNOT allowed on the range or club property. 

 ALWAYSALWAYSALWAYSALWAYS close and lock the gate behind you both entering 

and exiting the club property.  The gate will only be left 

open if a public tournament or club work party is being held. 

 Crossbows must adhere to all archery safety rules, do not 

cock the string, or load a bolt until it is your turn to shoot 

and the bolt is aimed downrange at all times. 

 A parent must accompany children under 16 years of age. 

 No “Sky Drawing”.  Bows must be drawn down range, 

towards the target or backstop. 

 Please be sure the area behind and around the target is 

clear of living creatures and objects that could be 

endangered, prior to shooting an arrow or bolt. 

 If you look for a lost arrow, please place your bow in front 

of the target so others will know you are behind the target. 

 At the practice range [Static Range], shoot only the target 

in front of you.  Do not shoot across another lane. 

 Wait until all arrows have been shot, and all shooters have 

called ‘all clear’, before going down range to pull arrows. 

 All dogs must be on leash at all times, we are in a city park. 

 Treat Cowtown Bowmen property with respect and report 

misuse to a Board Member.  

 Be considerate of other shooters. 

 Think safety and shoot safely. 

 NoNoNoNo glass containers. 

 NoNoNoNo open fires. 

 NoNoNoNo guns.
